6. Highways & Street Lighting:
· 2020 & 2021 LHI Application Overend  – Stirling Maynard fees cannot be accommodated within the grant budget.  (Subsequent to the meeting, CCC indicated the revised proposals were, in principle acceptable and would work them up into a detailed design).
· 2019 LHI Application (Lighting) - awaits completion (one light remains outstanding on Overend). ACTION – RS to follow up. Planning Applications and Enforcement:

· Warmington Gravel Extraction

Following the meeting WPC posted its formal objection letter.  Elton Cllrs to consider and put together an Elton formal objection – deadline date unknown.

· The Moorings, Elton – PC to prepare submission in support of Enforcement Paper prepared by ENDC – deadline 30.6.2020.
· 20/00871HHFUL 11A Overend -It was agreed to object on the grounds of loss of neighbour privacy /amenity /sunlight.
· A letter from the Occupants of 7 River Lane was noted.
· 20/00469/FUL – Residential Development to the r/o Chestnut Farm.  The concerns of the pc were reiterated, explaining why the recommendation of the May meeting were made.
William Proby explained that there was no intention of extending the development into the field to the north.  Local Plan Policies LP9 Small Settlements; LP11 & 12 Design; and LP24 Affordable Housing were noted.  IT WAS AGREED that the pc and Elton Estates should discuss further the principle and detail of housing development on this site (meeting planned for 1.7.2020). 
7. Trees/Verges and Footpaths:
· A605 underpass - It was agreed that a meeting be organised between the pc and Elton Estates to resolve this issue – meeting date subsequently set for 1.7.2020

· Iron Bridge – NCC have agreed to incorporate tread covers.  When a date is known for completion of this work, an “opening event” will be organised.
· Elton Lock to Warmington Lock towpath -subsequent to the meeting PINS have notified the highway authority, objectors and interested parties of the deadlines for submission of statements /evidence.
· Post 2020 grass cutting arrangements – no progress
· The uneven surface in Pages Passage was notified to the highway authority as a serious trip hazard – please insert date of notification.
· The hedge at the bottom of Back Lane was noted as blocking the footpath – owner has been notified.
· Request for a safety mirror made on Back Lane.  Chair has talked to owners -no objection but polished steel preferred to glass.

· Footpath, Middle Street, from Chapel to Park railings – surface deterioration to be notified to CCC but no specific serious faults /hazards had yet appeared.

· Stocks Green – mass parking by visitors to the “Locks” area had resulted in several complaints from residents for loss of visual amenity and the blocking of their own parking spaces.
8. Other Matters

· Vinco bicycle Lottery Application – cycle purchase now to be completed by limited private consortium share issue as HLF process is too tortuous.  Confirmation of purchase made between current owners and Cllr Donoyou
· Clerk contract – working group cannot progress at the present time.      
· Cambridgeshire Communities Capital Fund – No ideas were put forward and therefore no application was made.
· Cllr McCann requested bigger bins for Stocks Green to cope with the increased litter from day-trippers.  HDC have provided an extra bin and empty these bins more regularly (at least 2 times per week).
